As your children head back to the classroom this month we 

are encouraging parents to make sure that your school is 

provided with an up-to-date Asthma Action Plan. An 

Asthma Action Plan assist your school in caring for your 

child as it provides detailed information on how to manage 

your childôs asthma.  This plan should be completed by the 

studentôs parent/guardian in consultation with the studentôs 

doctor, Outline how to care for day-to-day asthma (listing 

normal medications that have been prescribed and how 

often they should be taken).  List key symptoms or special 

features that indicate the studentôs asthma could be 

worsening or an ó asthma attackô is developing and the 

steps that should be taken to manage it List symptoms that 

are serious enough to need urgent medical assistance (i.e. 
ambulance) List the Asthma First Aid procedure for an 

asthma emergency List the name and contact number of the 

parent/guardian, emergency contact and studentôs doctor 

Be easily accessible for all school staff Be updated 

annually or when a studentôs asthma changes significantly. 

If an Asthma Action Plan is not provided, school staff will 

follow the Victorian Schools Asthma Policy 2006 for 

Asthma First Aid, which is a standard national asthma first
